Retrospective study of “allergy flag” patients

950,000 patients, 1.4 million courses of cephalosporins
Incidence of anaphylaxis very low (.001%) no difference in 
“penicillin allergy” and patients with no listed allergy

Evidence for lack of cross-reactivity with cefazolin
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Non allergic adverse reaction 

	- An unknown remote reaction, no hospitalization

Examples include:

	- A non allergic intolerance
•	 Yeast infection
•	 Upset stomach

•	 Nausea
•	 Diarrhea

Patients with family members 
that have a penicillin allergy have 
no increased risk of an allergy.

•	 Hypotension

•	 Hives/urticaria

A serious delayed non-anaphylactic reaction 
(non-IgE mediated)

•	 Toxic epidermal necrolysis (ten) 

•	 Acute interstitial nephritis (ain)

•	 Stevens-johnson syndrome (sjs)

•	 Drug rash with eosinophilia +  
systemic symptoms (dress)

•	 Drug induced cytopenias

•	 Drug-induced hepatitis

•	 Hemolytic anemia

•	 Serum sickness

Unless the patient reacted to cefazolin specifically   
these rashes are not a contraindication to the use of other beta lactams“

	- Rash (not hives) Nonpruritic, nonurticarial rashes occur in 
up to 10% of patients receiving  β lactams.
